processi di scelta ecc., di alunni e anche di
educatori) , con il rischio di subire o innescare
meccanismi discriminanti, sia dal punto di vista
degli attori collettivi e dei policy maker (es.

Afin de garantir les mémes chances de réussite a
tous les éléves quelles que soient leurs origines et
leurs appartenances, la gestion du pluralisme
culturel et religieux est aujourd’hui un des défis les
plus importants des systémes éducatifs. Dans le
contexte  européen  actuel de tensions
interethniques et religieuses, la France et ['ltalie
représentent deux contextes intéressants, voire
emblématiques, en raison des différences qui
caractérisent les politiques éducatives pour
I'accueil, l'insertion et la gestion des enfants
immigrés ou issus de l'immigration. Malgré ces
disparités, le dénominateur commun a ces deux
pays est la difficulté a gérer ce pluralisme culturel.
Celui-ci se vit du point de vue individuel

YOUTH, ETHNICITY AND SCHOOL
POLICIES: A CROSS NATIONAL
APPROACH IN FRANCE AND IN ITALY

In order to guarantee the same chances of success
for all students, irrespective of their origins and
belonging, the management of cultural and
religious pluralism is one of the most important
challenges of education systems today. In the
European context, France and Italy represent two
interesting and even emblematic case studies
because of the differences in educational policies
for the reception, insertion and management of
immigrants and immigrant children’s. Despite
these disparities, one element which is common
to these two countries is the difficulty to manage
this cultural pluralism, both from an individual
point of view (representations, success rates,
strategies of choice of pupils but also educational
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politiche scolastiche, servizi educativi pubblici e
non, partner, enti di governo).

Il fattore etnico € una caratteristica diffusa ormai
in ogni formazione sociale nel contesto europeo.
In questo dossier ci focalizzeremo in particolare
sui  meccanismi di costruzione sociale che
sottostanno alla manifestazione dell’etnicita nelle
relazioni scolastiche. Essa puo dunque risultare,
per i giovani che crescono in ambienti plurali dove
avvengono processi di differenziazione e auto-
differenziazione:

a) un vincolo o impedimento;

b) una risorsa di cambiamento, silenzioso oppure
radicale e violento.

In funzione delle interazioni tra le traiettorie
individuali e i vincoli/opportunita a livello socio-
politico, I'etnicita si pud esprimere, tanto nei figli
di immigrati quanto nei nativi: a) individualmente;
b) come azione collettiva, reclamando diritti alla
differenza oppure alla parita.

Ci chiediamo quindi: in quale misura il fattore
etnico influenza la vita e le scelte giovanili nei
due contesti? E in quale direzione?

I Numero monografico “Youth and Ethnicity” (1JSE
3-2018) intende esplorare le relazioni interetniche
nel mondo giovanile in Italia e in Francia, con
riguardo a scuola, famiglia, transizione al lavoro e
ambienti dei pari, raccogliendo massimo 10
contributi di ricerca o di analisi teorica in
sociologia dell’educazione, focalizzati
sull'intreccio tra variabile etnica o esperienza
migratoria e processi di crescita. La selezione
avverra anche sulla base dell’area di studio, Italia,

(représentations, taux de réussite, stratégies de
choix d’orientation des éléves mais aussi des
équipes éducatives) qui comporte un risque de
susciter des mécanismes de discriminations d’un
point de vue des acteurs collectifs et des institutions
(politiques scolaires, établissements scolaires
publiques et privés, services gouvernementaux).

La dimension ethnique, est prégnante dans tous les
pays européens. Dans le cadre de ce dossier, nous
nous intéresserons aux mécanismes de
construction sociale préexistant sa manifestation.
L'ethnicité en tant que processus d’auto- et
d’hétéro différenciation représente pour les jeunes:
a) une ressource en termes de développement
personnel et de réussite;

b) une contrainte ou un obstacle qui peut aboutir a
des formes de malaise et de violence dont les cas les
plus extrémes peuvent nuire a la cohésion sociale
elle-méme.

En fonction des interactions entre les trajectoires
individuelles et les processus socio-politico-
culturels, la question ethnique peut se manifester
aussi bien chez les nouveaux arrivants que chez les
descendants d'immigrés : a) au niveau individuel; b)
ou bien en tant qu’action collective pour réclamer
des droits a la différence ou des droits d’égalité.

La question centrale de ce dossier est la suivante :
Dans quelle mesure la question ethnique et les
processus de valorisation ou au contraire les
situations de discrimination sociale influencent les
trajectoires, les opportunités et les choix des
jeunes dans ces deux pays?

Le dossier “Jeunes et ethnicité” (IJSE 3-2018) vise a
explorer les relations inter-ethniques chez les

teams) who could trigger mechanisms of
discrimination, and from the point of view of
collective actors and institutions (school policies,
public and private schools, government services).
The ethnic dimension is a very widespread feature
in all European countries. This issue will focus on
the mechanisms of social construction that pre-
exist its manifestation. Ethnicity is an hetero and
self- differentiation process and represents:

a) a resource for change or affirmation and
success; b) a constraint or obstacle that can lead
to forms of discomfort, that in the most extreme
cases could undermine social cohesion itself.
Depending on the interactions between the
individual and socio-politico-cultural processes,
the ethnic question may arise both among
newcomers and immigrant descendants: a) in an
individual register; b) as a collective action to
claim rights to difference or equality rights.

The main goal for this issue is to what extent do
ethnic issues and the corresponding processes of
social valorization and discrimination influence
the trajectories, opportunities and choices of
young people in these two countries?

The issue "Youth and Ethnicity" (IJSE 3-2018) aims
to explore inter-ethnic relations among young
people in France and Italy. By 10 contributions
about empirical analyzes and theoretical
reflections specifics to sociology of education,
particular attention will be devoted to the fields of
school, family, professional integration and
friendly (peer) relations. Our aim is to shed light
on the interrelationship between the ethnic issue
or the experience of emigration and the processes

The
challenge is to grasp the role played by ethnicity
as a socially constructed process within the
mechanisms that can lead to the success or failure
of youth projects and ambitions. The selection of
contributions will also be attentive to the
analytical contexts in order to facilitate the
comparative approach that characterizes this
issue.

Contributors are invited to send to send abstracts
on the following topics:

e ethnic differences in school (success, peer
relationships, violence and bullying);
e distribution of the training and working
opportunities of young natives and of immigrant
origin to comparison (inequality, discrimination,
etc.);

¢ the effects of multiculturalism on the teaching
body, and, more generally, on school organization
(de-segregation policies, school curricula, teacher
training, etc.)
e impacts of ethnic belonging on educational
choices and management of school or juvenile
discomfort.

Si vous n’étes pas de langue maternelle anglaise,
nous vous recommandons fortement de faire relire votre article par un professional avant soumission.

e length: articles should be compiled in the following order: title; author(s); abstract; keywords; main text (tables, figures and illustrations on separate pages);
acknowledgement; references; appendices. Length should not exceed 10.000 words. Longeur du texte: les articles ne doivent pas excéder un nombre total de 10. 000
mots.
